Usually harvested at night, when the temperature 
hits between -8 °C  and -10 °C, the grapes are pressed while frozen and  only the juice is 
used in fermentation. For grape growers, Icewine grapes can be a challenge, but Nova 
Scotia provides ideal temperatures for growing. The province produces Icewines that 
consistently win national and international awards.
